Applicants for the M.A. Degree course in Economics should have passed the B.A. Degree Examination in
Economics or B.Sc.

5. Those who have passed B.A., B.Sc., or B.Com. examination in any subject are eligible for admission to the
M.A. course in Philosophy.

2. Students desiring admission to the college should apply in the prescribed form available at the
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College Counter, on payment of a fee of Rs. 35/- (including registration fee) in cash for U.G.
Course. Students from outside the City have to send Demand Draft of Rs. 35/- drawn in favour of the
"Principal, Ramakrishna Mission Vivekananda College (Autonomous), Chennai" payable at Chennai
and a self addressed envelope of size 38 cm. X 12 cm. with sufficient postage stamps affixed. Money
orders and Postal Orders will not be accepted. The cost of P.G. Application form is Rs.50/- (including
registration fee).

For B.Sc. Mathematics only candidates who have studied Mathematics and Physics/Chemistry/Statistics/
Computer Science at the Higher Secondary or equivalent level examination are eligible to apply.

Students who have studied Business Mathematics are not eligible for B.Sc. Mathematics.

The applicant should write his address on the intimation card and also fill up the Registration
Card. He should also affix Rs.6/- postage stamp in the space provided in both the cards.

Completed applications with mark list can be registered at the College Office before the last date for the
receipt of application.

The last date for receipt of the application forms duly completed with marks is 10 working days
from the date of publication of the results of the qualifying examinations for B.A., B.Sc., B.Com.,
M.A and M.Sc. in Tamil Nadu. The same will be put up on the College notice board during
admission time.

Incomplete applications and those unaccompanied by mark or grade sheets will not be considered.

Students who have passed examinations as private candidates and students from places outside India
seeking admission to the Three Year Degree Course of this College are advised to apply to the Registrar,
University of Madras, furnishing full particulars of the examination passed by them and ascertain whether
the University would consider them eligible for admission to the Degree Course of this University. A copy
of the reply received from the Registrar must also be attached to the Application submitted to the college
for prompt action. Application unaccompanied by a copy of the letter from the University declaring
their eligibility, will be rejected.

AGE

The upper age limit for admission to UG courses will be 21 (Twenty One) years as on 1% July 2009. For

SC/ST candidates, the age limit is relaxable by 3 years. A relaxation of 5 years is permitted for physically
handicapped as per GO No. 239, dated 03.09.1993.

ADMISSION

The admission shall be made purely on the basis of merit subject to the reservation rules prescribed by the
Government of Tamil Nadu as on date i.e., 31% for open competition, 20% for Most Backward Classes
and denotified Communities (MBC/DNC), 27% for Backward Classes (BC) 3% for (BC (Muslim)) 18%
for Scheduled Castes (SC) and 1% for Scheduled Tribes (ST).

The Application Number should be quoted for enquiries about admission.

Admission of all students from either within the state or other University areas is subject to confirmation by
the University of Madras and it is the responsibility of the students to comply with the requirements of the
Madras University and get their qualifying examinations recognised immediately after admission. The
provisional admission is at the risk of the candidates.

All admissions are only provisional until recognition is secured from the University of Madras.

Admission is subject to verification of marks certificate by Director of Government examination. The
applicants should submit the following certificates in original, if selected. They should also produce two
attested copies of the following certificates.

(a) Transfer Certificate.

(b) Conduct Certificate from the Head of the institution where he studied last.
(c) Grade/Marks Certificate.

(d) Age Certificate from the Head of the institution last studied.

(e) The latest certificate from the Tahsildar if the candidate belongs to BC/MBC/DNC/SC/ST. (The
original community certificate / community card will be returned)

(f) Certificate for physically handicapped from competent authority.
(g) Certificate of proof for the wards of Ex-servicemen.
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(h) Certificate of proof for extra curricular activities in Sports (District, State and National level) / NCC/NSS.

The applicant will be considered for admission only if found satisfactory at the interview.
Candidates who do not appear for the interview on the date specified or who do not pay their fees
within the time specified will forfeit their seats.

The college authorities reserve the right to cancel the admission of the student if any discrepancy is
subsequently noticed between the certificates produced and the entries in the application or if any suppression
of facts is discovered.

FEES

Students admitted to the courses are required to remit their fees through the College Office before 2
p.m. on that day itself. No request for time extension will be entertained.
